Public Movement Multinational Georgia (Tbilisi)

Description of the project:

The volunteer will be hosted by the Union “Public Movement Multinational Georgia” which is located in Tbilisi, the capital of Georgia. The volunteer will be involved in the daily activities of the Union and will participate in various events.

The themes of the EVS activity will be the following:

· Protection and rights of the ethnic minorities

· Intercultural learning

The aims are consequently to improve the living situation by contributing to the cultural life of the ethnic minorities of Georgia. Therefore, the volunteer will support the organisation and conduction of activities for these groups.

The second aim is connected to the intercultural learning. The project of the volunteer is dedicated to the integration of the minorities into the Georgian society as well as to reduce the prejudices that are existing among the ethnic groups. It shall be reached that due to the activities in which the volunteer will be involved the mutual understanding and the respect for each other will be raised. 
Role and tasks of the volunteer:
The main task of the volunteer will be to assist PMMG staff in preparation in implementation of planned activities. At the same time, the volunteer will be called upon to express his/her initiative in the field addressed by the project. 
- Involvment in the activities for the ethnic minorities.

PMMG is mainly focused on the work with “traditional” minorities: ethnic groups who have been present for centuries but who have different characters, manners, habits and ways of live. They have their cultures, religion, traditions. The culture is lived in a different way by each of us. But at the same time we are mixture of culture, our individual character and our experience. 

Today PMMG counts many associations representing 18 ethnic groups in total. It will be interesting for the volunteer to work with these different ethnic groups and s/he will have an opportunity to learn about all of them, what will give her/him a view in the multicultural history and present time of Georgia. The volunteer will be involved in all activities connected with issues of national minorities. He/she will be one of the organizers of multicultural activities, taking place in our office.
The type of activities can be quite various: 

- Seminars, training courses, round tables..

- Sport competitions 

- Intercultural evenings

Another field of work will be to teach stuff and active members of the organization English language in order to improve their language skills. Additionally, the will volunteer will have the opportunity to work on own project and to create his own tasks that will arise during his work according to his interests that will appear after some time working in our organization.
The volunteer will be as well involved in other activities organized by PMMG, such as workshops, seminars, presentations, as well as in conduction of researches and publication of different information leaflets, booklets, brochures and monthly newspaper. 

Activities in which the volunteer will be involved depend on the abilities, ideas, and interests of the volunteer.

Volunteer will have Monday and weekends free to himself/herself. The activities will be organized occasionally in the evenings or weekends, however, free time will be provided to the volunteer on these occasions. After the mid-term evaluation, there will be the opportunity for a week’s break.

In addition, there will be offered three times per week Georgian language classes (each day 1 hour) for the volunteer.
